When using a power saw to cut boards for your woodworking projeds,
it's eassy to be focused on the projed and nd on shop safety. Hand
injuries are ommon in woodworking, bu you can avoid injuring your
hands and thumbs when using power saws by making sure to pdasition your hands
properly when cutting boards. Kegp your hand at least a few inches away from the blade,
and aways tuck your thumb in close to the rest of your hand when you daceyour hand
on the board. Many woodworkers have injured their thumbs when aboard slipped o went
through the saw too quckly, caching their extended thumb uncer the saw blade.
