Come pick up aload of wood. We have alot of wood waiting to be tur ned into beautiful toys.
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Thisisthe sixth in a series of articles introducing the members of the OCWA who are known
asthe Toy Makers. This month we interviewed toy maker Paul McGhehey.

Paul McGhehey

Paul has been working with woodmost of hislife. He
was born in Talbert, CA, now known as Fountain Valley. He spent hisfirst
eight yeas of schod in Costa Mesa, and then went to the Santa Ana schod
district for high schod. It wasin Santa Anathat he met hiswife. They
married shortly after graduation from high schod, and have been married
now for 63 yeas. After volunteaing for the Army, he spent threeyeasin
New Guinea ad the Phili ppines. After leaving the military in 1946, le and
hiswife built their first homein Santa Ana. Paul put up every stick himself,
and spent $1700in materials. (Ironicdly, afew yeas ago, Paul bought a
scroll saw for $1600) They lived there for 7 yeas before moving to
Anaheim. After 17 yeas, they moved to their current homein Placentia,
where they have lived now for 35yeas.

Building his first home took abou ayea, and then Paul started ajobat a
construction company. After abou threeyeas, he was hired by R JNoble,
an asphalt paving construction company, in 1950. As aforeman on leavy

equipment, Paul helped buld roads all over Orange Courty until 1975. He then bowght his own trador truck
andtrailer and becane a ontrador. Asthe owner of the company, he worked for hire, and dd al kinds of
stred jobs related to signal lights, including curb/gutter, and whedchair ramps. Thiswas a succesul business

which he owned urtil retiringin 1986,
transferring the businessto his on.

After retirement, Paul began making toys,
dorating them to Toysfor Tots at hislocd
fire station. Then at Christmas time, around
the turn of the century, Paul read an articlein
the OC Register about Jerry Podle and toy
making. So he cdled Jerry and found ot
abou the OCWA and kegan attending the
medings. He soonjoined the Toy makers
work parties and began making toys with

Tom and Bill .

Last yea, Paul was one of the mgjor toy

contributors, making over 600toysin his garage workshop,as well as helping with the monthly workshogs.
Hislineincludes train whistles, logging trucks, roadsters, rubber band races, crayon hdders, doubdewide buses,
and the standard heat jewelry box. Toy making is now hisfull timejoband hetruly enjoysit. Paul helps
deliver the toysto various organizations ead yea, bu doesn’t get to seehow the kids respondwhen they open
their gifts from the OCWA. So his motivationto kegp making toys comes from the enjoyment of making toys,
he getsalot of satisfadion just from making something in the workshop.

Robert Rosand has been working with wood sincehewas a

child. He has been a woaodturner for well over twenty years.
Robert teaches, demonstrates and writesarticleson
woodturning. Most of his
articles can befound in past
isaues of the American
Woodturner. He served on the
board of directorsfor the
American Asciation of
Woodturnersfor six yearsand
has srved asvicepresident
for that organization. He has
demonstrated for numerous

local American Association of Woodtur ners chapters and has
demonstrated at several national AAW symposiums.
